We’re all going over the mountain for a club ride for all levels of riders. Whether you’re an experienced rider, or haven’t been on a bike lately, there are trails for you (and rental bikes if you need one). We have reserved 25 bikes and spots on a 10:00 am shuttle with Adventure Damascus. www.adventuredamascus.com

Don't have a bike/tent, and unsure of what you're in for? We can accommodate you in just about any way to ensure a weekend full of fun!

Here’s the deal: The ride will take place on Saturday, September 25th. Damascus is a village at the edge of a large national forest area, and lies right in the middle of the Virginia Creeper Trail, one of the better Rails-to-Trails in the U.S. (click on www.TrailLink.com and read about it; there are even topo maps on the link). The Creeper extends from Abingdon, VA to the NC line at Ashe County, a distance of 35 miles. Several other trails connect with the Creeper or are accessible out of Damascus.

“EXTRAS”
Have you ever ridden the Virginia Creeper Trail under the light of a big bright moon? Well if not, here's your chance! Once you ride in the dark, you'll find out why these rides are so popular and people keep coming back to join the cult of the velo-vampires.
You will need your own bike, a light and a helmet and you're set. These rides are unsupported (no guide) so you're on your own once they drop us off. Regular shuttle fees apply. We have reserved 10 spots on the 6:30pm shuttle so let me know if you are interested in this ride. The cost is $8.50.
